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Dear Friends,

Christmas is coming and the turkeys are getting nervous! Except for those
contented birds across the road from Churchtown Farm who can look forward
to yet another yuletide roaming free amongst our famous Scented Narcissi. And
for those of us here on the Islands, the forthcoming festive season brings with it
the anticipation of the annual harvest of delicate and fragrant flowers. Just the
merest hint of the heady, sweet scent from an early flower is enough to conjure
up memories of long, cosy winter evenings by the fire and cold, crisp mornings
with frost crunching underfoot. But whatever the conditions this winter, you can
be sure that everyone at Churchtown Farm will be working hard to deliver your
floral gift from field to doorstep:

This summer has been exceptionally good for our Scented Narcissi, with the
early season warmth followed by balmy August rains meaning we are expecting
the earliest season in living memory. Keith, our field manager is delighted with
the results of all his hard work over the summer and tells us that the quality of
the flowers is some of the best that he has ever seen. Keith and his team have
been hand picking the beautiful gold, orange and white blooms since the 9" of
October and will continue until well into April!

Once the flowers are picked, they are delivered within the hour to the farm buildings
and straight into the hands of our manager, Will. Although He is responsible for
planning and organizing all aspects of bunching, packing and dispatching our
flowers and bouquets, Will still finds time to check the quality of every single flower

coming in from the field himself, making sure only the very best flowers make it into
our bunches.

The next step is to bunch the top quality stems into bunches. Each flower is
arranged to produce the best display and to ensure that the individual, delicate
heads are not damaged. The bunches are placed into our own sleeves to protect
them on their journey, and the stems are trimmed to the length of the boxes. In
order to prolong the life of the flowers, the sleeved bunches are placed straight into
cool, clean water and kept in our cold store until we are ready to pack them.

Some of our longer narcissi are reserved to be used in our fabulous seasonal
bouquets by Tasha. The fresh colours and heady scent of our multi headed
narcissi compliment perfectly amongst others, the autumnal reds of hypericum
berries, bright plumes of golden rod, shimmering green eucalyptus foliage and the
exotic oriental lilies. These bouquets are fantastic value and an ideal way to say a
special “thank you” or “congratulations”.



Our most popular floral gifts are our standard packs of narcissi. Each
presentation box is lined with tissue paper that not only gently but firmly holds
your flowers during their journey in order to protect the delicate florets, but
also compliments and contrasts the colour of the blooms. First into each box
is a detailed flower care leaflet and sachets of cut flower food, followed by
some fronds of decorative eucalyptus foliage. Next come the neatly
presented bunches with complimentary ribbons; and finally, your personal
message printed on a card.

Once packed and addressed, the gift boxes
are placed into Royal Mail postbags, weighed
and sealed at our own in house “Post Office”!
The next job is to take the mailbags to our
Island quay and load them onto the post boat
for the first part of their voyage — which takes
them to the main Island of St. Mary’s.

Upon arrival on St. Mary’s, a quick trip in a van takes
the flowers to the airport, where they are loaded straight
onto either the helicopter or light aircraft for the next part
of the journey — to the mainland airport at Penzance.
The Royal Mail is waiting to collect the mailbags at
Penzance and take them away to sort and distribute
nationwide, overnight. The vast majority of gift boxes will
be delivered by Royal Mail postmen (and women!) on
the following morning to you, your friends or your family.
