A YOUNG and successful businesswoman has turned her back on 
international diesel engine and city life for the satisfaction of creating 
“bouquets of happiness” at a family-run flower farm on the Isles of Scilly. 
 
For the next 12 months, instead of checking that big-name customers across 
the globe are satisfied with their new engine purchases, Bronia Campbell will 
be creating bouquets of outdoor-grown vibrantly-coloured scented blooms to 
send to customers throughout the UK as personal gifts or greetings. 
 
Despite a keen interest in floristry, Bronia had been working as an account 
representative for Cummins Ltd in Darlington for five years when she spotted 
an advert for a florist at Churchtown Farm on St Martin’s whilst surfing florists’ 
sites on the internet, at home. 
 
She sent off her CV the same day and within weeks had accepted the job, 
given up her flat and lodged her furniture and other belongings with friends. 
 
“Arriving on the quay at St Martin’s was my first ever experience of the Isles of 
Scilly,” explained Bronia. “I was picked up in the Churchtown Farm tractor - it 
couldn’t have been any more different from what I was used to! 
 
“With engines it’s great making sure they arrive on time but, with these 
flowers, it’s a different level of customer satisfaction and pleasure. I’m sending 
bouquets of happiness! I get to be creative in this job and I take pride in every 
bouquet because I know each is a personal gift, with its own personal 
message.” 
 
Bronia, who took a floristry course at night school whilst working in Darlington, 
said that she was attracted to Churchtown Farm because it’s a family 
business.  The company handles the product from bulb to bloom for both its 
crops – scented narcissi through the autumn and winter and show pinks in the 
spring and summer.  The very best flowers are then arranged, boxed up and 
sent to customers by post. 
 
Long term Bronia said she is considering a career in buying or merchandising 
in the flower industry but she’s so happy at Churchtown Farm she hasn’t ruled 
out staying. 
 
“My job before was really demanding but although there are new personal 
challenges here they’re very different and everyone I work with is so friendly 
and made me feel very welcome! Churchtown Farm is a very well organised 
and run.
